HAIRDRESSERS ACT (NORTHERN IRELAND) 1939

BYE-LAWS

Made on the Eighteenth day of December 1990, by the DERRY CITY COUNCIL in pursuance of Section 2(1) of the Hairdressers Act (Northern Ireland) 1939 and under Section 90 of the Local Government Act (Northern Ireland) 1972.

1. Interpretation:
     For the purpose of these Bye-Laws –

     “Proprietor” means any person carrying on the business of barber or    hairdresser;

“Premises” means any premises used for the purpose of carrying on the business     of barber or hairdresser.

2. A proprietor shall cause every part of the premises to be kept suitably and sufficiently and properly lighted and ventilated.

3. A proprietor shall keep in a clean and proper condition every part of the premises and, without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, shall in every such part of the said premises cause:-
a. The surface of all internal walls, partitions and ceilings to be kept at all times in such repair and good decorative order as to enable such to be cleansed and maintained in a clean condition ;

b. The floor to be so constructed or covered as to be capable of being kept clean and to be kept in such repair as to enable it to be effectively cleansed;

c. The floor to be kept clean and to be swept as often as may be necessary to prevent the accumulation of hair clippings or other litter;

d. A sufficient number of covered receptacles to be provided and all hair clippings, neck wool or other litter swept from the floor or otherwise accumulating to be placed therein, and every receptacle to be emptied as often as may be necessary and at least once during every day upon which business is carried on, and every receptacle to be cleansed and disinfected as often as may be necessary, and to be of such construction as to enable it to be effectively cleansed and disinfected;

e. Every chair or seat to be cleansed as often as may be necessary and to be kept in such repair as to enable it to be effectively cleansed;

f. The surface of every shelf, fitting or table, on which instruments, towels or materials are placed to be kept clean and to be kept in such repair as to enable it to be effectively cleansed;
g. Every wash basin and all fixtures and fittings used in connection therewith to be kept clean and to be kept in such repair as to enable them to be effectively cleansed;
h. Every electrical or mechanical appliance to be kept clean and to be kept in a sound and safe condition;

4. A proprietor shall provide on the premises a sufficient number of wash basins with properly trapped waste pipes, and with an adequate supply of hot and cold water or warm water laid on to each basin.
5. A proprietor shall cause:-
a.  Each metal instrument to be sterilised before use upon each person;

b. Each hairbrush, comb or similar instrument to be clean and to have been sterilised or otherwise adequately washed or cleansed before use upon each person;

c. Each shaving brush, sponge or article similarly used, and each shaving mug or other similar utensil to be cleansed immediately after use on each person so as to ensure that no dirt, soap, lather, or other matter remains adhering, thereto;
d. Paper or other material  placed on the back of the chair or head rest to be clean and any other piece thereof to be used for not more than one person; provided that if a material other than paper is used and is capable of being washed this Bye- law shall not operate so as to prevent the use for more than one person of any one piece of such material if it has been washed after use for each person;

e. Any styptic, to be directly applied only by means of a spray or by means of fresh cotton wool or other clean material;
f. Soap, other than liquid or powdered or tube soap, or shaving cream, to be thoroughly rinsed before use for each person;

g. Every gown, overall or other similar article to be kept at all times in a thoroughly clean condition;

h. Towels to be clean and to be laundered after use for each person;

i. Hairnets to be clean and to be cleansed after use for each person;

j. A fresh supply of water to be used for shaving, lathering or washing;

k. Any person employed in the premises as barber or hairdresser to maintain himself and his clothing in a thoroughly clean condition;

l. Washing facilities to be provided and adequate for the purpose of any cleansing required in pursuance of this Bye-Law.

6.       a.  Any person employed in the premises as barber or hairdresser shall ensure 
            that his hands are clean before attending to any customer.
b. Any person employed in the premises as barber or hairdresser who has an open boil or sore on an exposed part of the body shall keep such boil or sore effectively covered by an impermeable dressing.
7. From and after the date on which these Bye-Laws shall come into operation, the Bye-Laws relating to the Hairdressers’ Act (Northern Ireland) 1939 made by the Mayor, Alderman and Burgesses of the County Borough of Londonderry on the 25th March, 1952, and confirmed by the Minister of Health and Local Government for Northern Ireland on the 5th May 1952, shall be and are hereby revoked.

NOTE:
Any person guilty of an offence under these Bye Laws shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £100 for each such offence and in the case of a continuing offence, a further fine not exceeding £2 for each day on which the offence continues after conviction.

(All offences under these Bye-Laws shall be prosecuted and all fines there under shall be recovered in manner provided by the Summary Jurisdiction Acts (Northern Ireland); and a person aggrieved by a conviction or Order made by a Court of Summary Jurisdiction on determining any information or complaint under these Bye- Laws may appeal in the manner provided by the said Summary Jurisdiction Acts.)
